POWER PLANT AND LAUNDRY BUILDING

THE POWER PLANT AND LAUNDRY BUILDING AT SHELDON
JACKSON COLLEGE IN SITKA, ALASKA, IS ONE OF SIX BUILDINGS
DESIGNED IN 1910 BY THE NEW YORK ARCHITECTURE FIRM OF
LUDLOW AND PEABODY. CONSTRUCTED IN 1911, THE POWER
PLANT AND LAUNDRY BUILDING CONTRIBUTES TO THE SHELDON
JACKSON SCHOOL NATIONAL HISTORIC LANDMARK, WHICH IS
RECOGNIZED AS THE OLDEST EDUCATIONAL INSTITUTION IN
ALASKA AND FOR ITS ROLE IN EDUCATING NATIVE ALASKANS.
THIS BUILDING IS SITED ON THE NORTHEASTERN EDGE OF THE
HISTORIC QUADRANGLE BETWEEN WHITMORE AND FRASER
HALLS.

THE POWER PLANT AND LAUNDRY BUILDING ORIGINALLY
HOUSED THE BOILERS WHICH PROVIDED HOT WATER AND
STEAM HEATING FOR THE ENTIRE CAMPUS, A CONCEPT THAT
WAS CONSIDERED INNOVATIVE IN 1911. THE BOILERS WERE
ORIGINALLY COAL FIRED BUT WERE REPLACED SHORTLY AFTER
WITH AN OIL BURNING SYSTEM.

ROOF FRAMING NOTES

THREE HEAVY TIMBER HOWE TRUSSES ARE TYPICAL OF THOSE USED
IN THE LUDLOW AND PEABODY BUILDINGS DATING TO 1910. THE
BOTTOM CHORDS OF THE TRUSSES ARE CONSTRUCTED WITH BUILT UP
2" MEMBERS. THE TOP CHORDS ARE SOLID SAWN 5-3/4" X 7-1/4". THE
WEB MEMBERS CONSIST OF 1-1/2" AND 3/4" DIAMETER VERTICAL
ROUND STEEL TENSION RODS AND 7-1/4" x 3-1/2" WOOD DIAGONALS.
HISTORICALLY, THE TRUSSES IN EACH BUILDING PROVIDED A COLUMN
FREE SPACE BELOW, TYPICALLY A LARGE DORMITORY ROOM OR, IN
THIS CASE, THE LAUNDRY FACILITY.

COMMON RAFTERS AND VALLEY RAFTERS IN THE POWER PLANT AND
LAUNDRY BUILDING ARE 1 7/8"X9" MEMBERS. RIDGE BOARDS ARE
TYPICALLY 1 3/4"X11 1/4". THE ROOF AT THE NORTH END OF THE
BUNKER IS CONSTRUCTED WITH 2-1/8" X 4" MEMBERS ABUTTED
VERTICALLY TO CREATE A SOLID SURFACE.

CURRENTLY THE BUILDING IS SHOWING THE EFFECTS OF DEFERRED
MAINTENANCE, MOST NOTABLY IN THE ROOF. THERE IS SEVERE ROT
IN THE VALLEYS, PARTICULARLY ON THE EAST SIDE, CAUSING MAJOR
SAGS IN THE ROOF LINE.
